TECHNOLOGY IN THE 21st CENTURY

Many people may say that the 20th century was the high point of the development of technology
and that the 21st century will not be able to match it. This isn’t entirely true. There is still a vast
amount of potential in the development of technology. In addition we must now begin to ask
ourselves if we want technology to develop as fast as it did previously.

How successful was the 20th Century?

Obviously the major technological developments in the 20th century were computers and the
internet. However there are many others. TVs, phones, WAP technology and space travel, not to
mention the progress made in military technology, flight and medicine. In fact it seemed we
developed in every way imaginable. So many technological new words entered the language to
reflect these changes. Time travel back to the 19th century and no one will understand you when
you talk of ‘gadgets’ and ‘devices’, let alone GPS technology. The fact is clear that the
technological changes of 1900-1999 would have been impossible for someone in 1899 to
predict.

If one had been asked in 1899, the average man would have told you that technology would now
slow down after the great changes during the Industrial Revolution. This answer would have
been understandable because it is very difficult to predict what changes will take place in a 100
years time. The reason for this is that technology changes incrementally.

A new development in technology usually builds on the previous development and so on. It’s
like climbing stairs where you cannot go higher unless you take the next step in front of you.
Now, in the early years of the 21st century we can only see the steps ahead of us. We cannot see
the possible steps that will exist in 2099. For this reason the progress of technology is very
difficult to predict.

Well, we have some ideas. Robot technology is still relatively underdeveloped as is gene
technology. We are also hearing now about nanotechnology. In fact it is this technology which
may be the biggest breakthrough of the 21st century.

3

According to those who believe in it, the theory is that in 100 years time there will be nanobots,
very small robots who will be so small that we can’t see them. These robots will be able to do
many things, from repairing parts of our body and destroying diseases to repairing and creating
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other forms of technology. Certainly nanotechnology will redefine the way we see the world and
how we live in it.

A lot of people would say ‘no’. People are naturally suspicious of things they can’t see and
nanotechnology also has worrying sides to it. For example could you use nanobots to kill people
or control their minds? Of course, no one knows right now but it is certainly worth worrying
about.

Terrorism

Terrorism has taken on new importance for most people
since the attacks on the World Trade Center in New York and
the Pentagon in the suburbs of Washington, D.C., on 11
September 2001. In three daring attacks using airliners (as well
as a fourth that failed when passengers forced the plane to crash
land), terrorists took ten times more lives than they had in any
previous incident in the U.S. and did so in a manner so
audacious that it shocked virtually everyone around the
world.

But terrorism is not new. Historians debate when the
first instance of terrorism occurred. Terrorism has been
around since history has been recorded, from biblical citations
to the pattern of political terror surrounding Julius Caesar.
However the first verified event to expose the politicized use of
the term terror was "The Reign of Terror" coined during the
French Revolution and directed at the French government for
Killing thousands of suspected enemies of the revolution (1793-
1794). However, it was no later than the 1790s, when the
revolutionary government in France used the term to refer to the
way they treated members of the nobility and clergy as well as
others who opposed their regime.

The point here is not that terrorist groups
are not necessarily objectively weaker than their opponents, but
participants in them are convinced they are in a relatively
powerless position.

Defining terrorism is made all the more complicated by
the fact that people almost never define themselves as terrorists
and the use of the label by others often has political overtones.

In Kenya, teams of
activists blew up a hotel owned and frequented by Israelis and
fired missiles at (but missed) an Israeli charter airliner. Few
observers had any doubts that these were terrorist acts; the only
question was whether or not al Qaeda was involved. Later that
day, members of the Al Agsa Martyrs Brigade attacked an
Israeli village killing a number of civilians before they
themselves were killed by Israeli forces. While U.S. President
George Bush and Israeli Prime Minister Ariel Sharon were
quick to condemn this as a terrorist attack, many Palestinians
would claim that this violence was a legitimate use of force in
an undeclared war for their liberation.

One of the most widely cited lists of terrorist
organizations compiled by the United States State Department
listed 31 such groups in 2001. Some, such as al Qaeda or the
Real IRA (which broke from the main IRA when the latter
supported the talks which led to the Good Friday Accords of
1998) unquestionably belong on any such list. Others are more
problematic, including the Israeli Kach, the Palestinian
Liberation Organization, and the GAM movement seeking
independence for Aceh from Indonesia.

Why the Problem of Terrorism Is Important

Anyone who didn't think terrorism was important realized it was when watching the twin
towers of the World Trade Center collapse on 9/11. The fact that an organization few people had
heard about the day before could carry out such a devastating and daring act proved to be the
cliched "wake up call" terrorism experts had been worrying about for years.

But the importance of the problem of terrorism goes far beyond the death and destruction
its perpetrators produce. Thus, if terrorists succeed in instilling fear in the mass public, they can
cause major disruptions in people's daily lives if not their political activities. Thus, in the
aftermath of 9/11 Americans experienced everything from a sharp decline in air travel to a more
than one hundred fold increase in hate crimes directed at people of Arabian and South Asian
origins in the United States.

Terrorism is now an important component of many intractable conflicts. And the
presence of active terrorist movements makes conflicts all the more difficult to solve.

Terrorist groups with a nationalist agenda have formed in every part of the world. For
example, the Irish Republican Army grew from the quest by Irish Catholics to form an
independent republic, rather than being part of Great Britain.

Similarly, the Kurds, a distinct ethnic and linguistic group in Turkey, Syria, Iran and
Irag, have sought national autonomy since the beginning of the 20th Century. The Kurdistan
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Worker's Party (PKK), formed in the 1970s, uses terrorist tactics to announce its goal of a
Kurdish state. The Sri Lankan Liberation Tigers of Tamil Eelam are members of the ethnic
Tamil minority. They use suicide bombing and other lethal tactics to wage a battle for
independence against the Sinhalese majority government.

Unfortunately, there are no physical characteristics that portray the image of a terrorist. In
fact, there is no evidence to suggest that a terrorist fits into a specific economic level, family
structure, or political status. More often than not, civilians end up with attachments to such
extremist organizations due to extraneous circumstances. During conflict situations, when state
institutions fail to provide basic human needs, such as security, food, shelter, and work, for its
people, "power is diffused — and exerted through informal or incoherent means”. When this
happens, rebel groups, who have strong internal support networks, are the organizations that
come in to pick the pieces.

In
fact, there is no evidence to suggest that a terrorist fits into a specific economic level, family
structure, or political status. More often than not, civilians end up with attachments to such
extremist organizations due to extraneous circumstances. During conflict situations, when state
institutions fail to provide basic human needs, such as security, food, shelter, and work, for its
people, "power is diffused — and exerted through informal or incoherent means”. When this
happens, rebel groups, who have strong internal support networks, are the organizations that
come in to pick the pieces. Extreme mistrust of a government can lead many civilians to join
tribes and rebel factions, like Al Qaeda, in order seek out alternative means for basic human
needs. Consequently, people suffering from deprivation more frequently turn to terrorist
organizations.
