Annotation
HISTORY AND METHODOLOGY OF STUDYING CULTURE

The purpose of the discipline: to prepare a graduate of the master's degree who is able to use in
scientific research and teaching conceptually generalized knowledge about the history and
methodology of the study of culture, the main directions and schools of theoretical schools, theory and
history of culture (cultural studies), as well as about specific methods of analyzing cultural texts and
their boundaries. The course is designed for masters studying in the direction of "Cultural Studies".
The course allows the undergraduate to navigate in modern theory, cultural and social anthropology,
cultural history, introduces him to the most important techniques and methods of analysis, teaches him
to build his own argumentation and shows the relativity of any theoretical implications. The discipline
studies a complex of ideas and concepts formed by the domestic and foreign theory of culture in the
XX century. Special emphasis is placed on the debatable nature of the presented interpretations and
methods: within the framework of almost every lesson, a counterargument and criticism of the
methodology being studied are presented.

Tasks of the discipline:

* to study the main directions and concepts of such theoretical areas as social anthropology, cultural
anthropology, antiquity, the Middle Ages, Modern times, modern and postmodern as cultural and
historical codes;
» master the thesaurus of modern cultural theory;
* learn to analyze cultural texts (literary, pictorial, etc.) and analytical texts (monographs, scientific
articles, reviews, etc.)
* learn to reveal the content and argue the positions of representatives of the main schools and areas of
modern humanities, including such relatively new areas as economic theory, periodical studies and
ecocritics;
* learn to see the boundaries of each of the proposed methodologies;
 to form the skills of undergraduates to independently search and select information on modern
theoretical problems;
» contribute to the development by undergraduates of the ability to conduct discussions on the
problems of text analysis, the ability to formulate logically, expound and defend their own
interpretation in a reasoned manner.

The discipline provides for intermediate certification in the form of a test and an exam.

The total labor intensity of mastering the discipline is 6 credits.
