Non-essay: Participants are asked to write a presentation illustrating intercultural or
communication conflicts that the listener has experienced in their professional activities. The prepared
material should have a logical structure (introduction, main point, conclusion). The way the material is
presented can be of any kind except for writing.

Nobel Prize: Based on the results of seminars and discussions, students must "nominate™ one of
their number to receive a "premium®. For "nomination” students make a portrait of the "nominee™ on
the basis of the information.

Compilation of the collection: Course participants compile an anthology of copyright materials from
homework assignments on the topics of public policy formation and public tourism projects.
