What are the main differences between monopolistic competition and oligopoly. Define
interdependence and explain the role it plays in setting prices in an oligopolistic market. Illustrate price
rigidity in oligopolistic markets. Take advantage of the "broken demand curve"”. How price factors
help a firm to differentiate its products and services in a monopolistic competition and oligopoly. List
and characterize the five forces at work in Porter's competition model. What does price discrimination
mean? Explain how this process affects prices and products. What is the difference between cost plus
pricing and marginal pricing. Analyze different types of multi-item pricing.

7. Economic analysis of the effectiveness of planned investments and the degree of risk.

Consider the types of decisions regarding the effectiveness of the company's planned capital
investments (advantages and disadvantages of investment projects). Analyze the main methods for
evaluating an investment program - the payback method and the method for evaluating return on
invested capital. Define the cost of capital. Calculate the cost of debt, the cost of shares, the weighted
average cost of capital. Give a definition of limiting financial resources for investments. Define risk
and uncertainty. What sources of risk does the business face? Describe and calculate possible risk
parameters - expected value, standard deviation, coefficient of variation. Describe how calculations are
made when modeling and building a decision tree. Explain how real opportunities can facilitate the
economic analysis of the effectiveness of the planned capital investments.

Example of a situational task

Domodedovo Airport is an airport where there has been an upward trend in air traffic over the
past three years: 2020 - 15.5 million passengers, 2021 - 16.9 million passengers, 2022 - 18.3 million
passengers . The airport independently carries out ground service and maintenance of both Russian and
foreign airlines. The total cost of the service exceeded 10 billion rubles, the number of aircraft
increased by 15% over the past year. The profitability of the business has increased over the past year
by 25%. At the same time, according to the results of the analysis of the rating agency, Domodedovo
Airport did not make it into the top five airports in Central Europe. Shareholders are dissatisfied with
this fact, but are not ready to reduce the profitability of the business for the sake of "ratings".
Task: What do you think is the problem? What are the ways to minimize this problem? Use the method
of "discovery matrices™ at the stage of developing alternatives to solve the problem. What criteria for
evaluating alternatives can you recommend? How will this affect the choice of the final decision?
Options for control tasks:

Option 1.

1. Explicit (external) and implicit (implicit) production costs. Alternative costs. Economic and
accounting arrived".

2. Uncertainty (ambiguity) of the individual demand curve of a monopolistically competitive
enterprise. Chamberlin's model of monopolistic competition (traditional).

3. Complete the practical task. Company A entered into loan agreements with different banks
four times during the year for the same period. The loan amount under the first agreement was 16.6
million rubles, the loan rate was 8.2% per annum. The amount of the second is 30 million rubles, the
loan rate is 8%. The amount of the third is 15 million rubles, the rate is 8.7%. The amount of the fourth
is 20 million rubles, the interest rate is 8.5%. The value of the tax corrector is 0.8. Calculate the
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weighted average price of borrowed capital. If there is a need to calculate this indicator in a
comparable form, so that it can be compared with the cost of equity? How to use the "tax corrector” in
the calculation?

Option 2

enveloping a series of short run average cost curves for different levels of production capacity.

2. Elasticity of supply and demand: concept, types of elasticity, methods of measurement.

3. Complete the practical task. The souvenir seller must decide how much of a consignment of
goods he needs to purchase from a wholesale supplier in January in order to sell them in August. He
knows that sales volumes in August are very dependent on the weather. The wholesale supplier
delivers souvenirs at a price of 20 den. units/per 1 piece, and only 3 lots: 300 pieces, 850 pieces; and
1500 pcs. The seller of souvenirs sells them for the price of 60 den. units per piece The souvenir seller
assumes that if it is cold in August, then the sales volume of souvenirs will be 300 pieces, if it is cool,
then 900 pieces, if it is warm, then 1200 pieces. and if it's hot - 1500 pcs.

Exercise:

- Make a payment matrix reflecting his profit and loss from the sale of souvenirs;

- Determine how much of a batch of souvenirs he should buy from a wholesale supplier if it is
not known what the weather will be like and he uses the Laplace criterion; Wald's criterion; Savage's
criterion; maximum criterion.

- What will be the optimal decision of the seller of souvenirs, given the known probabilities of
the onset of the weather: for cold weather - 0.1; for cool weather - 0.2; for warm weather - 0.6 and for
hot weather - 0.1

of variable production costs per unit of output remained unchanged. In the first quarter, the specific
total production costs amounted to 98,200 thousand rubles, and the specific fixed costs - 30,200
thousand rubles. Specific total costs in the second quarter increased by 22,800 thousand rubles.
General fixed costs have not changed. The share of costs for raw materials and materials in the cost
structure in the first quarter was 70%. How will output change in the second quarter compared to the
first quarter?
